
The​ ​US​ ​Food​ ​and​ ​Drug​ ​Administration​ ​announced​ ​this​ ​week​ ​its​ ​approval​ ​of​ ​Botox​ ​Cosmetic​ ​for 
smoothing​ ​moderate​ ​to​ ​severe​ ​forehead​ ​wrinkles.​ ​Injectable​ ​cosmetics​ ​have​ ​become​ ​a 
fast-growing​ ​trend​ ​in​ ​recent​ ​decades,​ ​with​ ​lip​ ​fillers​ ​the​ ​current​ ​star​ ​of​ ​the​ ​show.  
 
But​ ​Botox,​ ​short​ ​for​ ​botulinum​ ​toxin​ ​injections,​ ​remains​ ​on​ ​top​ ​of​ ​the​ ​list.​ ​In​ ​2016​ ​alone,​ ​7​ ​million 
injections​ ​were​ ​given,​ ​according​ ​to​ ​the​ ​American​ ​Society​ ​of​ ​Plastic​ ​Surgeons.​ ​Botox​ ​Cosmetic​ ​is 
already​ ​approved​ ​for​ ​use​ ​in​ ​treating​ ​crow’s​ ​feet​ ​and​ ​glabellar​ ​lines​ ​–​ ​the​ ​fine​ ​lines​ ​that​ ​appear 
between​ ​the​ ​eyebrows.​ ​Botox​ ​Cosmetic​ ​is​ ​different​ ​from​ ​just​ ​“Botox,”​ ​which​ ​is​ ​used​ ​to​ ​treat 
conditions​ ​such​ ​as​ ​sweaty​ ​armpits​ ​or​ ​migraines.
